Q: How long does it to take 
to complete the Bachelor 
Arts in Organizational 
Leadership?

A: Completion time 
varies based on already 
accumulated general 
education credits, and 
courses necessary 
to complete major 
concentration. The degree 
requires 120 credit hours. 
It is up to the student 
and advisor to decide 
the appropriate number 
of hours to take each 
semester.
