The John J. Duffy Excellence
in Teaching Award for
Palmetto College Campuses has
been presented annually since
2009 to a faculty member who
exemplifies excellence in and
out of the classroom. The 2017-
2018 Duffy Teaching Award
was presented to Shelley Jones,
assistant professor of English in
Extended University.

Jones created free online
research modules as a student
success initiative and developed
a new Palmetto College course,
PALM 495: Service Learning.
Students had previously been
required to spend 140 hours

on-site — about 10 hours a

week — for an internship class.
The new course is a first of its
kind at the university. Instead

of working on-site, students can
complete their work on their own

time as long as they meet preset
deadlines.

rent Burgin, Archivist for USC Lancaster’s

Native American Studies Center, has been
awarded the Distinguished Archaeologist of
the Year Award by the Archaeological Society
of South Carolina (ASSC).

The award recognizes Burgin's numerous
contributions to the field of archaeology in
South Carolina and to the ASSC. Burgin has
served as the ASSC’s Archivist since 2014.

President of the ASSC Keith Stephenson
said, “As President of the Archaeological
Society of South Carolina, I note that Brent
received the Distinguished Archeologist of
the Year Award due to his sustained interest
and endeavor in pursuing and preserving the
archaeological record of South Carolina”

Burgin was a frequent volunteer in the
field at the Johannes Kolb Archaeological
Site in Darlington County and has assisted

Archaeology Professor and Center Director
Chris Judge with researching Indian Mounds
located under Lake Wateree.

In addition to his field work, Burgin has
relocated ASSC records from Columbia to
store them in the Center’s temperature and
humidity controlled archival vault. He also
co-authored “The Society Turns 50: Working
to Educate and Preserve South Carolina’s
Archaeological Heritage Since 1968, a
paper presented for the 50th Anniversary of
the Annual Conference on South Carolina
Archaeology in February.

“As the Archivist for the ASSC since 2014,
Brent has made significant improvements for
the Society’s benefit,” said Center Director
and Archaeologist Chris Judge. “Brent is
yet another example of the tremendous

avocational archaeologist whose contributions

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Clinical Simulation Lab

USC Salkehatchie brings state-
of-the-art healthcare training
to Colieton County

he complexity of health care treatment and the advances in

technology are enabling universities and medical centers to work
collaboratively to create better access, diagnostics and overall better
patient care. USC Salkehatchie and Colleton Medical Center are
taking advantage of technology to provide more advanced training
for nursing students and medical staff by establishing a high-fidelity
simulation lab on the Salkehatchie East Campus in Walterboro.
Partners for this $450,000 project include CMC and HCA, Colleton
County, BlueCross BlueShield of South Carolina Foundation,
Sisters of Charity Foundation of South Carolina and The Fullerton
Foundation. The lab will be operational this fall.

With direct access to simulation, students can experience clinical
time in a realistic and safe learning environment. Although simulation
cannot replace traditional clinical experiences or actual patient care,
by increasing student confidence, knowledge, and skills, simulation
better prepares students for those real-life situations they will later
encounter in professional practice. Simulation allows repetitive
practice without direct risk to patient safety and provides students an
opportunity to work in groups, enhancing teamwork, collaboration,
and communication skills. Students participate in a debriefing process
after each training session, where recorded scenarios are reviewed
to reinforce proper nursing practice and methods for improvement
discussed in a non-threatening learning environment.

Established in 2006, the USC Salkehatchie Rural Nursing Initiative
is a model partnership program with the USC College of Nursing.

Its purpose is to “grow our own nurses” by offering students from

the region an opportunity to earn a Bachelor of Science in Nursing
(BSN). Since its first graduating class in 2010, the nursing partnership
program has successfully graduated more than 80 qualified BSN-level
nurses, with over half remaining in the area to live and work in local
healthcare organizations.

According to Dr. Craig Ward, a Walterboro physician and former
director of Colleton Medical Center Emergency Department, “ Salk’s
Rural Nursing Initiative is innovative and groundbreaking but, most
importantly, it is remarkably successful. USC Salk grads are not only
our best nurses; they are the heart and soul of our hospital.”

in 2013, USC Palmetto College was established to support an
underserved community of students who, for a variety of reasons,

are limited in their ability to complete their bachelor’s degree. South
Carolina is home to more than 500,000 residents who have some
college education, but have not yet completed their bachelor’s degree.
USC Palmetto College offers them an opportunity toward social
mobility through a combination of affordability, accessibility and
flexibility, making post-secondary education a first-time reality for
many.

Earning a four-year degree has a transformational effect on
graduates. In South Carolina, bachelor’s degree holders earn, on
average, $15,000 a year more than those with only an associate
degree. Moreover, a person with a bachelor’s degree will earn, on
average, $1.2 million more during their working career. At a time
when some question the value of a college degree, it is more evident
than ever that education is a universally recognized distinction that
enables upward mobility and expands opportunity.

USC Palmetto College’s online bachelor’s degree completion
programs enable students who have accrued 45-60 approved course
credits to complete their bachelor’s degrees online in one of 14
programs from USC Aiken, USC Beaufort, USC Columbia and USC
Upstate. USC Palmetto College delivers a high-quality degree, taught
by our internationally recognized faculty from the comprehensive and
research institutions, at the lowest possible cost. It enables students
to have flexibility in their course scheduling to fit education into their
already complex lives.

Current USC Palmetto College Online bachelor’s degree
completion programs include: Business Administration (with
concentrations in Accounting and Management), Special
Education, Health Promotion, Hospitality Management, Human
Services, Elementary Education, Information Science, Liberal
Studies, Organizational Leadership, Criminal Justice, Information
Management & Systems, Health Informatics and Nursing (RN-BSN).

Because earning an associate degree is often the first step to
attaining a bachelor’s degree, USC Palmetto College offers two-
year degrees from USC Lancaster, USC Salkehatchie, USC Sumter
and USC Union. The USC Fort Jackson and Shaw Air Force
Base programs also deliver associate degree education and online
bachelor’s degree completion programs to active military, veterans,
S.C. Army and Air National Guard personnel, reservists, their families
and Department of Defense employees.

Just a few years after its launch, USC Palmetto College is
flourishing and today serves approximately 6,000 students, serving
every county in the state. This includes an associate degree program
enrollment of nearly 5,000 at the campuses. Of the nearly 1,100
online courses offered since its inception, more than 28,000 seats
have been filled, over 100,000 credit hours have been generated, and
Palmetto College Online has served nearly 3,000 majors. And, most
importantly, the number of graduates is approaching 1,200 to date as
of this semester, Spring 2018.

While these results are impressive, we seek to build on our early
success by serving even more residents throughout South Carolina.
Life circumstances and professional commitments should never keep
motivated individuals from the chance to earn a degree. Through their
achievement, graduates create new opportunities for themselves and
their families, and like Dirk Bron Jr., serve as an inspiration to others
not to give up on their dreams.

Up to four artists or organizations and one advocate may receive
awards each year. The program is managed jointly by the S.C. Arts
Commission and McKissick Museum at USC. Community members
make nominations to recognize exemplary artistic achievement/
advocacy. An independent advisory panel appointed by the licutenant
governor and house speaker selects the recipients, who must be living
and practicing in the state.

Stephen Criswell has worked in folklore and anthropology for
more than 20 years. His most prominent contribution is his advocacy
work for Native American culture, focusing on Catawba potters and
contemporary expressive traditions. In 2005, the USC Lancaster hired
Criswell and challenged him to build and direct its Native American
Studies program. After 13 years, the Native American Studies ——

The Denise R. Shaw Excellence in
Service Award for Palmetto College
Campuses, first given in 2017, is presented
to a faculty member who exhibits
outstanding scholarship. The 2017-2018
Shaw Scholarship Award was presented
to Christine Sixta Rinehart, associate
professor of political science at USC Union.

She has published two books, two book
chapters, two peer reviewed articles, two
book reviews and one newspaper article.
She has also presented at six conferences
and received three research grants. Her

research interests include international
terrorism, female terrorism, and security and
counterterrorism.

Her first book, Volatile Social Movements
and the Origins of Terrorism: The
Radicalization of Change, was published in
2012 by Lexington Books.

Rinehart’s second book, Drones and
Targeted Killing in the Middle East
and Africa: An Appraisal of American
Counterterrorism Policies, was published
in 2016. Of her second book, Brian Glyn
Williams of the University of Massachusetts
Dartmouth declared that Rinehart’s book
was “a must-read for scholars interested in
probing beyond the headlines into the murky
world of drone counterterrorism operations.”

She recently traveled to Israel to interview
four incarcerated female terrorists in an
Israeli prison. Rinehart’s third book, Sexual
Jihad: The Role of Islam in Female Terrorism
will be published in late 2018.

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Winthrop Grove named at USC Salkehatchie’s Allendale campus

ohn Winthrop and the Winthrop family

have made a significant gift to USC
Salkehatchie in order to name the beautiful
waterside park in the center of the Allendale
campus, now known as Winthrop Grove.

The Winthrop family have been financial
supporters of the USC Salkehatchie campus
in Allendale since the early 1970s due to their
local connection through their ownership
of Groton Plantation in Allendale County,
named for their home city near metropolitan
Boston, Mass. The Winthrops are direct
descendants of the first governor of the
Massachusetts Bay Colony.

The family’s original gift to the campus
was the baseball field, which was created on
the campus in 1975. In 1982, their generous
support enabled the campus to provide lights
for that field. They have continued to be
strong advocates of the campus as evidenced
by this most recent gift.

Winthrop Grove is a gathering place for
students to enjoy the shade, a fountain and
swings beside the water. It is also the location
for many of the outdoor campus sponsored
student events.
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
