The curriculum includes coursework in the following disciplines*:

• Psychology - 15 credit hours

• Psychological Statistics - 3 credit hours

• Research Methods - 6 credit hours

• Various Fields of Psychology (social, abnormal, developmental, biological, 

memory) - 30 credit hours

*Students also are required to select a minor or cognate from the following 
subjects: Human Services, Hospitality Management, Public Health, and Sociology. 
It is also possible to fulfill the minor/cognate requirement by completing USCB's 
Certificate in Gerontology.

Prerequisites and Requirements
To apply for this online degree program, students must have earned an associate's
degree from an accredited institution, with a minimum 2.0 cumulative GPA in all 
previous college-level coursework.
